Benefits 



Early problems faced while planning: - 

 Printers: Its printing was also not possible on printers generally 
available at e-Mitra centers. It is necessary to use dot matrix 
printer for its printing. 

 Stationary: According to the guidelines of the Chief Minister's 
Free Medicine Scheme of the Medical Department, it is necessary 
to have pre-printed stationery, which should be able to print 
slip of two papers and carbon between these papers. 

Both the above problems were discussed and it was decided to 
provide dot matrix printers free of cost and pre-printed stationery 
through Rajasthan Medical Relief Society / NGOs and e-Mitra 
Center. 

Challenges 



 Integration of e-Mitra on IHMS module-  
 Provided access to e-Mitra on IHMS. 
MOU signed between RMS society and e-Mitra mentioning below clauses: 
 Rs. 30/- per slip for paid slip was collected from citizen  
 Commission of Rs. 5 given to e-Mitra by RMRS on providing the 

records. 
 E-mitra puts signature and stamp on both the pages of slip 
 No fee collected from citizens for free category slip registration. 
 Free category slips were registered on producing valid document and e-

Mitra centers will mention category and serial no of document. 
 Security deposit of Rs. 5000/- collected from e-Mitra. 
 Dot matrix Printer and pre-printed stationary given to e-Mitra by 

NGO/RMRS. 
 In case of overcharging or in case of any non compliance, penalty of Rs. 

500/- to Rs. 5000/- can be imposed and MOU can be cancelled.
